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Hello Lighting Designer,


  Everything you should need to create your Lighting Design for your Festival entry will be found in this package.  All you have to add is your set design and your imagination.  You, as a creative lighting designer, should make the most of what is available.

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General Notes - Stage
• Standard trim stage left to stage right for the travelers and the legs at 36'.

• All Teaser masking is at 18'.
• Fly Pipes clear at 25'.

• Choice of two pipes to hang from as indicated on your Floor Plan (Footprint D.)  The pipe numbers are listed by the Campbell Performing Arts Center line set number.  Distances are from the plaster line.

• Non-dim circuits are limited to 15 amps and dimmable circuits to 20 amps each.

Lighting Area Notes

• Lighting areas are focused at head height (5'5"-6').

• Focusable specials reach downstage and midstage.  They do not reach upstage areas.
• All color is Roscolux. Color number indicated by parenthesis.

• All focus is soft.

Three Options for Light Cues

· You may turn in your cue sheets at the Lighting Workshop; turn them in by 5pm Wednesday, June 9th; or program them during your 60-minute Tech Time.  
The Campbell Performing Arts Center has an ETC Emphasis lighting board.  This board is similar to other ETC consoles that many lighting designers are familiar with, but it is also connected to a computer that

offers additional features not used during the Festival.  Because of the unique setup of this lighting board and computer it is not fully compatible with the offline editor software that ETC provides on their

website.  Last year, we offered the option of programming your cues offline and bringing them in on a floppy.  We experienced great difficulty in using this method and therefore have eliminated it as an option for this year’s festival.  If a disk is brought in with cues and proves to be incompatible with the Emphasis lighting board, there will be no special consideration provided.  Cues will need to be manually entered and programmed during your 60 minute tech time.  We strongly discourage use of the offline programming software.
Specific Notes

Channels 1-20

Front Light

These are single ETC Source 4 Ellipsoidal front lights focused on each area in no color pink (33) with a light frost (119).  This is 1 instrument per area, with a straight-on, soft focus.  Focus areas overlap.

Channels 21-33

Down Wash

These are ETC Source 4 Par down lights each equipped with a color scroller.  There are 4 rows of down lights focused SR, Center and SL.  The first row is located on the apron electric 3’9” downstage of the plaster line.  The second row is on the 1st electric at 2’10” upstage of the plaster, the third row on the second electric at  8’10” upstage and the fourth row is on the third electric at 15’8” upstage of the plaster line.  Each scroller can be individually controlled with the channel listed on the dimmer sheet.  Set the channel level to the intensity listed on the scroller color chart to use the color of your choice.  IMPORTANT NOTE:  Do not leave a down wash light “up” and change the corresponding scroller color.  If you do, you will see the colors scroll by on stage. 

IMPORTANT NOTE #2:  Channel 25 is NOT used, so Row 2 lights are 24,26 and 27

Channels 34-45

Color Scroller Control
These channels are used to control the color of the associated downlight.  Channel 37 controls the scroller for the downlight on channel 24, channel 38 controls color for channel 26 and so on.  Set the intensity level to achieve the color of your choice.  Refer to the scroller color chart on page 11.

*Because many designers have not worked with color scrollers:

If you do not plan to use the color scrollers, leave these channels at 0 and leave them on the Q sheet.  If you do plan on using one or more scrollers, make sure you are fully aware of how they work.  Changing a scroller channel from 0 to 100 in a one second cue can be very noisy.  Similarly, changing a scroller channel while it is lit or fading will result in the audience seeing the color changing.  Generally speaking, you should set a scroller channel (color)  at least one cue before you want to use the instrument, and keep the scroller at that level through all subsequent cues that use it.  Only after the light is out should you change the scroller channel to the next setting you want to use.  An example:  if you want a "sky blue" downlight wash of the entire stage during your entire show then you should set all these channels to 73 in your first cue and leave them at this level throughout all your cues.  If, half way through your show you want the downlight to change to "golden amber" then you should have one cue that takes the downlights out, followed by a cue that changes the scroller channels to 31, followed by another cue that turns the downlights on again.  All following cues should then leave the scroller channels at 31.  
Channels 46-48

Warm Wash
These are three Source 4 Ellipsoidal lights located on the SL Catwalk in the house.  A 19-degree unit is focused down stage right, a 26-degree focused center and a 36-degree focused down stage left.  Each is in Amber (21).

Channels 49-51

Cool Wash
These are three Source 4 Ellipsoidal lights located on the SR Catwalk in the house.  A 36-degree unit is focused down stage right, a 26-degree focused center and a 19-degree focused down stage left.  Each is in No Color Blue (60)

Channels 52-54 

Breakup Pattern
ETC Source 4 Ellipsoidal lights with a pattern focused down stage right, center and left.  Colored in Amber (21) with Gam 658 Sharp Foliage Gobos with a soft focus.

ETC Source 4 Ellipsoidal lights with a pattern focused down stage right, center and left.  Colored in No Color Blue (60) with Gam 658 Sharp Foliage Gobos with a soft focus.

Focusable Specials


There are a total of 6 units to choose from.  They are all located on the 'near catwalk' above the audience.    Work with FSM to determine which unit is best for your purposes.  These Source 4s take 6 1/4 x 6 1/4-inch color frames and have slots for standard size commercial gobos.  We supply the color frame and gobo holder – you supply color and template.  Each group is allowed to use two of these specials.

Cyc Lights


Upper far cyc units focused on cyc.  Colored in Red, Green and Blue.

Electrical Outlets
Practicals  


Two are available for use.  We supply cable so you can place your equipment where needed.  Outlets are standard Edison plug  (which means your toaster can go right into it with no adapter) or GPC (Grounded Pin Connector a.k.a. Stage Pin).   Outlet use is as follows:  (a) Both live;  (b) One live, one dim;  (c) Both dim together or separately.  There are two dimmers available for all practicals.  NOTE: Non-dim circuits are limited to 15 amp and dimmable circuits to 20 amps each.

'Q' Sheets Instructions

1.)
The number after 'Q' is the cue number (i.e. the name of the cue).

2.)
The "Count" is the number of seconds it takes to complete the cue.

3.)
The numbers above the boxes are the Channel (Dimmer) numbers.

4.)
The numbers inside the boxes are the intensities.

5.) 
Use the Floor Plan to determine which lighting areas to use.

6.)
Use the Channel (Dimmer) list to determine which channels you will need in each area.

7.)
Make sufficient copies of the 'Q' sheet so that you can have 2 copies of each cue. One for the technical booth and one for yourself.

8.)
Write the level for each channel in the appropriate box.  No further channel notations are necessary (the red and black pen instructions have been abandoned).  The level for each dimmer MUST be written into each cue, EXCEPT for Level 0, or cues noted “Same As.”

How to Read the Sample 'Q' Sheet

'Q' 1
Brings up lighting on area A.   A separate playing area at H, J, & K is also lit . Down stage right also has a down light with the color Lavender R57 set on the scroller.  The cyc has a blue sky background seen through the windows of the set.  This occurs in a 15 Count.  We have told the lighting operator that the lighting, sound and front curtain are all on the same go.

'Q' 2
Isolates the actor center stage area C.  Leaves Cyc at level from 'Q' 1.  It is done in a 6 Count.  We have told the operator that it is about 20 minutes until next 'Q'.

'Q' 3
Returns stage to same picture as 'Q' 1.  It is a 1 Count, which means it is executed as quickly as possible.  The Group Stage Manager will warn the lighting operator that it is a visual 'Q'. 

'Q' 4 
Is an FTB (Fade to Black) in a 50 Count.  The GSM will warn Lighting Operator that the Count may change to reflect running time of show.
